We must all work together to 
combat bullying at school. Over the next few 
weeks I will be talking with all of the children 
to develop a consequence chart for bullying. 
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 .Bullying Behaviour 
Bullying can be defined as intentional, repeated 

behaviour by an individual or group of 
individuals that causes distress, hurt or 
undue pressure. 

Bullying involves the abuse of power in 
relationships. Bullying can involve all forms 
of harassment (including sex, race, 
disability, homosexuality or transgender), 
humiliation, domination, intimidation and 
victimisation of others. 

Bullying behaviour can be:  
verbal eg name calling, teasing, abuse, 

putdowns, sarcasm, insults, threats   
physical eg hitting, punching, kicking, 

scratching, tripping, spitting 
social eg ignoring, excluding, ostracising, 

alienating, making inappropriate gesture 
psychological eg spreading rumours, dirty 

looks, hiding or damaging possessions, 
malicious SMS and email messages, 
inappropriate use of camera
